My dad used to always say, “life is short.”  It was often accompanied by additional words like, “Life is 
too short to be sad all the time.  Life is too short to be mad all the time.  Life is too short to not live 
your dreams.  Life is too short to waste worrying about _________ (fill in the blank.)”  These words 
were often in response to my adolescent angst du jour.  It took years for me to understand what he 
was trying to teach me by repeating such simple words.  As we grow older, we come to realize that 
life truly is so brief.  Each day is a gift, an opportunity to love, dream, hope and work.  We don’t have 

forever.   
  

Jesus’ life was short, nonetheless he changed the world.  Jesus didn’t have an abundance of time.  
He had an abundance of love.   Seizing each day as an opportunity to connect deeply to God, he 
shared divine love with others.  Countless people have left their mark of love on the world even 
though they did not live to a ripe old age.  Mozart was only 35 when he died and yet his glorious gift 
music touches generation after generation. Martin Luther King, Jr. was only 39 when he was         
assassinated, but his struggle for justice changed the world.  Ann Frank, was only 13 when she died, 
but she left a legacy of hope with her beautiful diary.  Mattie Stepanek was born with muscular            
dystrophy and though he died at 14-years old, he inspired the world with poetry that urged people to 

live each day with gratitude and wonder.    
  

Whether we are 1, 10 or a 100-years-old, the only time we have to celebrate life is today.  As we age, 
we tend to collect broken dreams, hurt feelings and regrets along the way.  It becomes all too easy to 
lament opportunities wasted or opportunities denied by injustice.

__________. Life is also too short to get stuck in self-pity.  Life is short, so we need to take the time 

each day to give thanks and tell the people we love how much they mean to us.   
  

Stress and anxiety often rob us of present joy.  It’s easy to focus on the negative so we have to train 
our minds to focus on what is good.  As we journey through this world we are bound to stumble upon 
at least a few tragic and horrific days.  During such times, it is difficult if not impossible to practice 
gratitude and find joy.  For most of us though, tragic days make up a very small percentage of our 
lives. We just tend to let them cast a shadow on all the other wonderful moments we could enjoy.  To 
move past pain, we must hold onto our faith and trust that the trials we face will ultimately help us

On Ash Wednesday, Feb. 22, our journey through Lent will begin.  My prayer is that as we travel to-
gether toward Easter joy, we will cultivate a deep awareness of how precious each day is.

"Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and led them up a high mountain apart, by themselves."   Mark 9:2

new way.  Though we may not have a sudden and dramatic spiritual experience when we "retreat" with God, we will ultimately discover new

Financially 2011 ended better than had been projected in the budget for 2011.     
December was a good month and with the inclusion of bequest from a family, extra 
donations from some generous members, and the fund raisers, we made the year 
using very little from our reserves.  Thanks to all that helped! 

 

The new budget was approved by the Session in January.  It was carefully prepared with some reductions 
in expected expenditures.  The estimate for contributions was made conservatively in hopes that the     
income will be larger than budgeted so that the year will end with us in good financial shape.  With Godôs 
help, our memberôs generosity, and hard work; along with careful use of all of our resources, we will      
accomplish this.

1.There seems to be some misinformation around 

concerning the grant proposal being prepared as 

described in the January Oak Branch. The grant, if 

approved, would provide a number of things:  
 

(1) a 12 week study leave for Katheryn in the   

summer of 2013;  

(2) an interim pastor during that period of time;  

(3) other program enhancements to be determined 

by a committee of session members and     

members of the congregation.  
 

There would be no costs to the church. Indeed, the 

opposite would happen – we would have some   

extra money to improve some programs. The   

Presbytery encourages churches to consider such 

applications. The members of the committee   

working on this proposal are Frank Walmsley 

(chair), Nancy Wilson, Betty Sneed, and Reyes 

Ramos. Questions may be directed to any of us. 

 

2. Session approved a budget for 2012 with         

expenses cut as much as seems prudent without 

sacrificing programs. Local mission giving has 

been left intact but support of Mission Presbytery 

and its missions has been severely reduced. We are 

all unhappy about this reduction but it could be   

restored if giving exceeds expectations. It is very 

difficult to estimate income but using best estimates 

we are looking at a deficit of $12,000 out of a  

quarter of a million dollars. We do have some     

reserve and there is money set aside for repairs.  

Endowed funds support some of the youth         

programs and the XYZs. 

 

3. We had lots of activities during the Christmas 

season. Attendance on Christmas Eve was 157. The 

Christmas dinner was enjoyed as was the concert 

by Donald Braswell; these two events added about 

$1,000 to the General Fund. 

 

4. The XYZs invites those who may feel they are 

too young to be part of the group – you are not. The 

current group of actives are a great bunch and 

really would welcome you to the group. The      

programs include both fun activities and learning 

opportunities. Check the bulletin board in the    

hallway.
